Check with your insurance broker to find out if you have QEF ne. 27, covering a
vehicle valued at $45,000. Each driver must provide a photocopy of this proof

of insurance. To prevent flat tires, respect the speed limit and do not drive on the
shoulders of the road. There is no charge for a normal flat. For a reparable split on
the side of the tire, you must pay $150, and if the tire cannot be repaired, $300 will
be charged.
